My Heart Is Filled
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A Guide to the Morning Service

The Sermon

Jesus' attention has been decidedly on the upcoming events surrounding the
"Passion Week" that will culminate in His death and resurrection. He is on
His way to Jerusalem. But in preparation for this work, He and three of His
disciples will first go up on a mountain where He will be transfigured. Jesus,
who has taken to Himself humanity and thus has been found in the form of
a servant (to borrow Paul's language from Philippians 2) will on this moun-
tain, for a moment, enjoy the glory that is His by virtue of His deity. This is
God on the mountain, and for a moment, the glory that by rights is His will
be revealed. And to what end? That He might be strengthened to the task.
Jesus, Moses, and Elijah will discuss His upcoming "exodus," a word Luke
will intentionally use to link the redemption accomplished on Calvary with
that of the Exodus from Egypt.

The Reading of Scripture

Paul told Timothy "give attention to the public reading of Scripture" (1
Timothy 4:13) and so, at virtually every morning service, a minister reads a
substantial section of Scripture. The public reading of the Bible has been at
the heart of the worship of God since Old Testament times. In the reading of
God's word, He speaks most directly to His people. We generally read con-
secutively through Bible books. We are currently reading through Paul's
epistle to the Corinthians.

The Public Profession of Faith
Last Lord's Day afternoon, the elders of the church met with individuals and
families who expressed interest in uniting with this congregation. They
were received into membership last week and are presented to you as part
of our worship this morning. Listen as the questions of membership are
asked and answered and be ready to welcome these friends into our family.

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs

Exalt the Lord, His Praise Proclaim
This hymn-text is about as familiar as anything we sing. It is full of God. It
is a call to worship Him, especially on Sunday mornings like today in the
gathered assembly of His people. It's a wonderful way (yes, full of "won-
der") to begin with our minds firmly fixed upon the Lord. The text comes
from Psalm 135 and the tune comes from Franz Joseph Haydn's oratorio,
Die Shopfung (The Creation)

Fairest Lord Jesus
One of the songs many Christians learned as children in Sunday schools and
Bible schools, we use it as part of our sung praises this morning. In it we
consider various elements of God's good creation, the most lovely, sublime,
and fair, and compare them to the Lord Jesus Christ. In all manner of judg-
ment, we agree that Jesus is fairer, purer, and brighter than anything we
have ever known.

What Wondrous Love Is This

This is an old hymn, dating from the famous shaped-note songbook, The
Southern Harmony (1835). If you grew up in Dixie, you probably had grand-
parents who sang songs (or at least remembered hearing songs) from that
hymnal. The tune is a simple, but haunting, folk tune. The focus of the hymn
is the love of God. There are but three stanzas, and they each center on very
simple, but profound themes. Basically, the song asks us to think about, or
rather, to be lost in the glory of the love of Christ. Then it brings home two
practical applications of that love: (1) the desire to exalt the Lord for that
love, and (2) the comforting truth that we'll sing this song forever and never
tire of it.

Note especially that in the first stanza we ponder: what kind of love
would move Christ, the Lord Jesus, to die for me? Indeed it is a wondrous
love that moved our Lord to "bear the dreadful curse" for our souls. These
words cause us to reflect upon the sheer extravagance of God's love and
grace. His love is unexpected and overwhelming and incomparable. And
the more we ponder it spiritually, the more baffling and comforting it is.
