The Sermon
David and Jonathan's friendship continues this week. David knows that
Saul is after his life, and Jonathan will soon understand his father's true
intentions toward his friend. Saul's hatred will drive Jonathan and David
apart, and their parting is visceral.

The  Children's Devotional
The children are studying the "Lord's Prayer" petition by petition. This
week, the focus is on the opening of the prayer, where we ask that God's
name be hallowed. Just what are we asking God to do?

The Missions Thought
"Worship, therefore, is the fuel and goal in missions. It's the goal of missions
because in missions we simply aim to bring the nations into the white-hot
enjoyment of God's glory. The goal of missions is the gladness of the peoples
in the greatness of God. 'The Lord reigns; let the people rejoice; let the many
coastlands be glad!' (Psalm 67:3-4). But worship is also the fuel of missions.
Passion for God in worship precedes the offer of God in preaching. You can't
commend what you don't cherish. Missionaries will never call out, 'Let the
nations be glad!', who cannot say from the heart, 'I rejoice in the Lord....I will
be glad and exult in Thee, I will sing praises to Thy name, O Most High'
(Psalm 104:34; 9:2). Missions begins and ends in worship." (John Piper, Let
the Nations Be Glad)   

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs
I Sing the Almighty Power of God

This hymn is well known to the congregation (we sang it to "Ellacombe" in
our old hymnal, just as we sing it today). It praises God for His creative
power, wisdom, goodness, and providence, and thus is a perfect way to
begin our sung praises this evening.  

No, Not Despairingly
From time to time we include a profession of sin as part of our public wor-
ship of God. Coming into His presence (especially in worship) reminds us
again and again of our sinfulness and need of a Savior. This hymn ade-
quately expresses our sorrow over the ongoing sin in our lives, sin that the
hymn's author, Horatius Bonar, calls "infinite, infinite, sin upon sin."
Though the mood of the hymn is somber, there is much hope for the sinner.
The closing line of the opening stanza is our comfort: "sin hath gone over
me, yet is this still my plea, Jesus hath died." And because we know God to
be a faithful God, we come, "not despairingly" to confess our sins, confident
that "faithful and just . . . loving and kind art Thou." We serve a God who
delights in forgiving our sins. We mourn our sins, we confess our sins, we
turn from our sins, and we look to God to remove our sins.   

How Beautiful the Sight
A wonderful paraphrase of Psalm 133 with its picture of believers dwelling
together in unity. Two metaphors describe what it is like which (admittedly)
meant more to those who sang it first than to us in Jackson, Mississippi: the
taste and feel of the morning dew that descends from the slopes of Mount
Hermon—the idea that our unity springs from a source higher than our-
selves, and the ointment that descends from the High Priest’s robes—and
fills the temple precincts with an olfactoric blessing—sacrifice was a dis-
tasteful experience and the use of fragrance was meant to dull the effect of it.

Faith Promise Commitment
For many years now, the Session of our church has approved a special way
of giving to missions called a "Faith Promise." This giving, specifically for
missions, is promoted each year at Missions Conference time. The "Faith
Promise" is an ongoing contribution that goes wholly, only, and directly to
home and world missions, and is over and above the regular tithes, offer-
ings, and gifts you give to the church. You will have the opportunity to
make your Faith Promise next Lord's Day. Please be in prayerful considera-
tion of what the Lord would have you give to support the work of missions
throughout the world.

A Guide to the Evening Service



The Guest Preacher
In preparation for our Missions Conference, we welcome a guest minister to
our pulpit this morning. Joseph Wheat has been the Senior Pastor at
Highlands since July, 2005. As many of you know, First Presbyterian Church
had the privilege to be used by God in the establishment of this local body
of believers. Here, in a sense, is tangible evidence of your Faith Promise
commitment at work in the service of God.

Before coming to Highlands, Joseph was the senior pastor of Village
Seven Presbyterian Church in Colorado Springs, Colorado. Prior to Village
Seven he was the founding pastor of Trinity Presbyterian Church in
Tuscaloosa, Alabama. Joseph began his ordained pastoral career at First
Presbyterian Church of Augusta, Georgia as an assistant pastor. While at
First Presbyterian he met Gina Smith and they were married in June of 1990.
The Wheats have two daughters, Sarah Caitlin and Emily Grace.

He is a 1984 graduate of Auburn University, where he received a BS in
Economics. He graduated in 1987 from Reformed Theological Seminary in
Jackson, Mississippi, with a Master of Divinity degree. Joseph also received
a Doctor of Divinity degree (honorary) from New Geneva Theological sem-
inary in 2006. Joseph has articles published in various publications, includ-
ing an article on worship in Table Talk magazine. Joseph was also a featured
contributor on H.B. London's "Pastor to Pastor" DVD/tape ministry with
Focus on the Family. He also currently serves as Chairman of the Board of
New Geneva Theological Seminary in Colorado Springs

The Missions Conference
Our annual Missions Conference officially begins on Wednesday and runs
through next Lord's Day, but this week we turn our attention to the call of
missions by welcoming Joseph Wheat to our pulpit. Do make every effort to
be a part of our conference this week.

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs
Our God Is Mighty, Worth of All Praising

You will recognize Psalm 96:3 in the refrain of this great hymn. This modern
hymn was composed for use at Inter-Varsity's Urbana Conference. There are
a number of members of our congregation who were there when it was first
sung. We learned it for the Missions Conference several years ago, have
sung it several times since, and its powerful lyrics and majestic melody have
already won the hearts of our congregation. The author of the text was
Margaret Clarkson, a great and godly saint of the Lord, whose writings and
life have been blessings to many. 

O God, to Us Show Mercy
We used this as the theme hymn to our Missions Conference a few years
back, and sang it successfully to the tune St. Theodulph. It is a prayer that
God would show mercy upon us that we might spread His glory through-
out the world. Let us always remember that we possess the greatest news to
tell, that our God is faithful, and His mercies are new each day.

Ye Servants of God, Your Master Proclaim
This is another one of Charles Wesley's fine hymns. It is Christological
throughout and calls us to witness (stanza 1), acknowledgement of God's
sovereignty (stanza 2), and avowal that salvation is through Jesus Christ
alone (stanza 3). As such, it serves as a fitting response to the message today

As the hymnologist Bailey states: "This hymn was first published in one
of the 'hymn tracts'—that is, small collections of hymns on a single subject,
which the Wesleys issued for use in their class meetings. This tract was enti-
tled, Hymns for Times of Trouble and Persecution. It appeared in 1744 when the
Wesley's were in the midst of their evangelistic campaigns and when their
converts were suffering more and worse attacks from mobs led by the cler-
gy and the 'gentlemen of the town.' The direction given with this hymn was,
'To be sung in a tumult.' The four stanzas in our hymnals do not reveal this
purpose: as they stand they are a glorious paean of praise to God and to His
Son, our Lord. They are a reflection in verse of the praises which John heard
in heaven from his prison on Patmos (Rev. 7:9-12)." (Bailey).
