The Missions Conference Preacher
David Robertson was born on May 2, 1962, and brought up in the Highlands
of Scotland where his father was a farm worker.   He attended the University
of Edinburgh (1979-1983) and then the Free Church College (1983-1986).
David was ordained and inducted as Free Church minister to the Highland
charge of Brora (1986) and then moved to engage in Church revitalization and
inner city ministry in Dundee (1992 to the present) in the Church of Robert
Murray McCheyne.   Married to Annabel (from the island of Lewis) in 1986,
they now have three children - Andrew, Becky and Emma Jane.  Annabel is a
part time mental health social worker. 

As well as being the minister of St. Peters, David has also been involved
with MTW, serving first of all as Team leader for Scotland and now as their
church planting advisor for Europe.  He also wears a few other hats. He is a
chaplain at the University of Dundee (with responsibility for International
students and Life Sciences);  trustee of Discovery Camps (an organization
which provides Christian holidays for disadvantaged children in Dundee); a
member of the Scripture Union board for Scotland and a regular speaker at
student conferences and missions.  Robertson has written a book on
McCheyne (Awakening) and an apologetic/evangelistic work in response to
Richard Dawkins entitled The Dawkins Letters: challenging atheist myth.   He
also writes a regular column on the Free Church website.  His hobbies are
reading, music (especially Blues, Classical and Folk), history, chess, politics,
hill walking, languages and travel, films, football (soccer) and cycling. 

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs
Jesus Shall Reign

Another of Isaac Watts' famous paraphrases. This hymn is a bold declaration
that one day "every knee shall bow, and every tongue confess that Jesus is
Lord." Two stories are often told in connection with this hymn.

G. J. Stevenson tells us in his Notes on the Methodist Hymn Book that this
song was sung in the far off South Sea Islands, as thousands of natives from
Tonga, Fiji, and Samoa, gathered on a Sunday in 1862, assembled for Divine
worship. On that day they were celebrating their conversion to Christ and
their nation's establishment under a Christian constitution and a Christian
king. 

The French secularist philosopher Voltaire once predicted that
Christianity would cease to exist 100 years from his time. There is a story of a
minister who upon hearing of this statement and being shown by a museum
warden the chair from whence Voltaire boasted this claim, leapt the protective
roping, sat in the chair, and quoted this hymn!   

Hark! The Voice of Jesus Crying
This old missionary hymn is well known to this congregation and was fea-
tured in the missions section of our old hymnal. Daniel March, a native of
Milbury Massachusetts wrote this hymn upon the occasion of preaching a ser-
mon on Isaiah 6:8 for the Philadelphia Christian Association. March pastored
in Presbyterian and Congregational churches during his ministry. The hymn
is more of a sermon in song than a song of praise or prayer. It may be helpful
to you to think of it as a self-exhortation, or to view this as a mutual exhorta-
tion (that is, think of us as a family urging one another on in faithfulness to
God's call as we sing). The first stanza asks us to consider the cry of Jesus
"Who will go and work today?" and then poses the question "who will
answer?" The second and third stanzas pressure each one of us to think what
we will do to further the work of missions. If we can't go to another nation,
we can go across the street. If we can't give huge sums, we can give small
sums sacrificially. If we aren't called to be a missionary, we can pray for them.
The final stanza openly challenges us. No one can say "There is nothing I can
do." Let us all answer as the prophet did in Isaiah 6: "Here I am; send me, send
me" - however different the Lord's "sending" is for each one of us.     

We Have Heard the Joyful Sound
We respond to the sermon, praising God that we have indeed heard the joy-
ous news of the Gospel, and exhorting one another to spread it. It's a won-
derful message to proclaim and one that we are tasked with spreading to all
nations on earth. We sing of our love of spreading the gospel in other hymns,
such as "I Love to Tell the Story." But judging by our reluctance, it sometimes
appears that we love to sing the hymn about our love of the story more than
we love to actually tell the story. The author, Priscilla Owens, was a teacher in
Baltimore, Maryland, for almost half a century. She also taught Sunday School
at her church, and most of her hymns were written for her Sunday School stu-
dents—as was this one. May it be that the words of this hymn would be the
earnest desires of our hearts.

The Missions Conference
We have been focusing on the work of missions throughout the week, and
today marks the concluding services of our 2010 Missions Conference. We
will be hearing missionary reports at all services today, and our conference
preacher, David Robertson, will be preaching this morning and evening. We
trust that this week has been both challenging and encouraging as we have
contemplated our involvement in God's work throughout this world.

Missions Involvement
Faith Promise

You probably know that FPC supports missionaries, but you may not real-
ize that your regular giving to the church does not go to support missions.
We fund the work of missions throughout the world and in this country
through something called Faith Promise. 

Faith Promise is an annual monetary commitment by the members of
our congregation that is over and above regular giving to the work of the
church, and it is used to fund foreign missions, church planters in this coun-
try, and campus ministry. We ask all our members to prayerfully consider
making a commitment to support the spread of the Gospel throughout this
country and the world by giving to Faith Promise. You will have the oppor-
tunity to make your Faith Promise commitment as part of the services
today.

Adopt a Missionary
One goal of our Outreach ministry is to strengthen the connection between
our church and our missionary force. We want you to know our missionar-
ies better, and we want to look for opportunities to better serve our partners
who minister the Gospel. 

In an effort to strengthen the connection between our church and our
missionary force, we are looking for individuals and families to "adopt" one
of our supported missionaries, establishing a Gospel relationship that
would involve prayer, communication, and concern. You would get to per-
sonally know one of our Gospel partners, and they would know that First
Presbyterian Church cares for and prays for them by name!  

Short Term Mission Trip
Each year, the church provides opportunities to be involved in the work of
missions through a short term mission trip (usually one to two weeks work-
ing alongside one or more of our supported missionaries). The planned trips
are printed on the back panel of your bulletin.

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs
All Authority and Power

A great missionary hymn to begin our Missions Conference sung to the
familiar tune, Regent Square (we sing "Angels from the Realms of Glory" to
this tune). It takes its opening line from Jesus's words that begin the Great
Commission found in Matthew 28. On whose authority do we go into all the
world making disciples? On the authority of the King of Kings and Lord of
Lords!

O Zion, Haste, Your Mission High Fulfilling
This favorite missions hymn centers on the need to carry the gospel message
into all the world. Stanza one suggests that the work of missions is of the
highest importance to the Church (here referred to as Zion). Stanzas two and
three remind us of the many who have not heard of the work of the Savior,
and stanza four asks us to "give of your sons" to engage in this work. This
hymn's author composed it while caring for one of her children who was
sick with typhoid fever!   

Who Is on the Lord's Side
This martial hymn calls for the singer to "chose you this day whom you will
serve." It was written by Frances R. Havergal on  October 13, 1877, and pub-
lished in her Loyal Responses in 1878. It is based on 1 Chronicles 12: 18, and
was originally entitled "Home Missions." The thunderous tune Armageddon
apparently is an adaptation of a German hymn tune.
