A Guide to the Evening Service

The Sermon
Jonathan demonstrates his friendship to David by being his advocate with
Saul. But the peace is less than stable, and as David continues his successful
campaigns against the Philistines, Saul once more is visited by a troubling
spirit. Soon the spears are flying, and assassins are out looking for David.
The passage ends with a series of unlikely prophets in the presence of
Samuel whom we have not seen for a few chapters.

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs

Great Is Thy Faithfulness

This well-loved gospel song needs no introduction. Deservedly popular
among Christians, this hymn by Thomas Chisholm is a rendition of
Lamentations 3:22-23, which recalls that the Lord's compassions do not fail.
They are new "every morning." Its tune was composed by William Runyan,
the son of a Methodist minister. Runyan showed an interest in music when
very young and by age 12 often served as church organist! He became a
Methodist minister at 21, and held various pastorates in Kansas (1891-1903).
He was appointed evangelist for the Central Kansas Methodist Conference
and served for some 20 years. Runyan wrote his first gospel song in 1915
and was greatly encouraged by Daniel Towner of Moody Bible Institute. In
1924, Runyan went to John Brown University, Siloam Springs, Arkansas,
and served as pastor of the Federated Church, and editor of the Christian
Workers’ Magazine. Moving to Chicago, Illinois, he was associated with the
Moody Bible Institute and served as editor for Hope Publishing Company,
until his retirement in 1948. He received an honorary Doctor of Letters from
Wheaton College, Illinois, in 1948.

Why Should Cross and Trial Grieve Me

This may be a new one for some of us, but it is a glorious hymn from the
17th century that offers a helpful perspective on suffering. The tune is sim-
ple, serious, somber, and elegant and serves the text of the hymn ably. The
author builds his case stanza after stanza, and by the end, we are convinced
that temporary suffering on earth should ultimately cause us no grief. He
points us to the promises that Christ will never leave us nor forsake us in
stanza one. In the second stanza, we are asked to compare the many days of
gladness that we willingly accept from His hand to the few days of sadness.
Stanza three contemplates death and confidently declares "death cannot
destroy forever," but will only serve to "make a way that we may enter heav-
enly glory." What a comforting way to think about death! Stanza four is rem-
iniscent of the shepherd language found throughout the Bible and combines
it with the language of Paul in Romans 5, as the author declares he belonged
to God "even ere I knew Thee." The stanza closes by pointing us to the fin-
ished work of Christ, giving us hope that we have been bought with the
blood of our Savior. The final stanza is a prayer, promising fidelity and serv-
ice to our Lord, and expressing our longing to behold Him face to face.

God Will Take Care of You

Was written by Civilla Durfee Martin in the following, interesting circum-
stance: "I was confined to a sick bed in a Bible school in Lestershire, New
York. My husband [Walter Stillman Martin] was spending several weeks at
the school, making a songbook for the president of the school. 'God Will
Take Care of You' was written one Sunday afternoon while my husband
went to a preaching appointment. When he returned I gave the words to
him. He immediately sat down to his little Bilhorn organ and wrote the
music. That evening he and two of the teachers sang the completed song. It
was then printed in the songbook he was compiling for the school.” The
tune composer, Walter Stillman Martin, attended Harvard University and
was ordained a Baptist minister. He and his wife resided in Atlanta, Georgia
the latter part of their lives. It was from there he went all over America to
run Bible conferences and evangelistic meetings.



A Guide to the Morning Service

The Sermon
What is a Christian? One who places devotion to Christ above self. This is
no easy thing to do, as Jesus' words explain. Devotion to Christ above self
means dying to self.

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs

Come, Thou Almighty King

A glorious way to begin this morning with a hymn adoring God as triune:
Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. The doctrine of the Trinity is the centerpiece of
Christian theology and a defining doctrine of orthodoxy. "It is only when we
contemplate the Trinity that we know who and what God is," said the Dutch
theologian, Herman Bavinck. Although the attribution is "anonymous" in
our Trinity Hymnal book, others credit this hymn to Charles Wesley and it
appeared in George Whitefield's Collection of Hymns for Social Worship in
1757. The music, by the gifted violinist Felice de Giardini, was written spe-
cially for this hymn and is among the most well-known tunes in our hymn-
book. The hymn is a prayer for the presence of Christ to inspire a congrega-
tion in the hour of worship. God is addressed under three forms: as Father,
the timeless "Ancient of Days" whose function is to rule (stanza 1); as
Incarnate Word, the spirit of holiness whose function is to bless and conquer
(stanza 2); as Comforter, the indwelling source of joy and power (stanza 3);
and finally as the mystic combination, the Holy Trinity, in whose presence
we shall spend an eternity of love and adoration (stanza 4).

That Man Is Blest Who, Fearing God

Our morning songs of praise include this gem of a psalm from the Psalter of
1912. Along with "All People That On Earth Do Dwell" (Psalm 100) and
"The Lord's My Shepherd" (Psalm 23), this is one of the best known of the
metrical psalms still regularly being sung in the churches that do not prac-
tice "exclusive psalmody" (the practice of only singing psalms in public wor-
ship). It speaks of the blessing of the pursuit of holiness. It signals every-
thing that we need to know about what a believer's life is like. It is a state-
ment of faith: this is God's world and those who acknowledge it in faith will
ultimately know blessing—the greatest blessing imaginable! But it is not
only a statement of faith, it is a commitment to a lifestyle in which a love for
God's word (law) is central. God has provided instructions for families in
His word, and blessings fall upon those wives who strive to love and respect
their husbands, upon those husbands who sacrificially love and lead their
wives, upon those children who obey and respect their parents, and upon
those parents who train up their children in the fear and admonition of the
Lord.

Thou Art the Way
This hymn takes the well known statement from Jesus, "I am the way, the
truth, and the life," and sings it back to Him in praise. Arlington is a lively
and bouncy tune well known to you.

"Take Up Your Cross,"” the Savior Said
We respond to the message rehearsing Jesus' own words and encouraging
one another to respond in obedience. Let's sing it as a sincere statement of
our intentions and as a prayer for each other that God might, in Augustine's
familiar words, "will what he commands."
