O blessed day, in which Thou didst reveal Thyself dressed in the silken
robes of love! When we saw that Jesus died that we might live, that the cross
was the best proof of divine affection, then we looked to Jesus suffering in
our stead. We trusted in the great atonement, and we found a peace. Oh,
what shall we say of it? Our very soul doth sing at the remembrance of the
peace which has never been taken from us. Many days have passed since
first we knew it, and many changes we have seen. But we have never lost
our hold on Christ; nor has He ever lost His hold of us; and here we are still,
to weep to the praise of the mercy that we have found, and to tell to others,
as we have breath to speak, that the Lord is a great sin-pardoning God.
There is none like Him, passing by transgression, iniquity, and sin, and, for
Jesus' sake, receiving the vilest of the vile to His bosom, and casting out
none that come unto Him; taking up even the blasphemer and the drunk-
ard, yea, the very worst, and washing even these from their crimson sins
and making them whiter than newly-fallen snow.

O Lord, we sometimes wish that we could sing like cherubim and
seraphim. Then would we praise Thee better. But as it is, human voices are
all we have; but they shall be used to the praise of "free grace and dying
love," to which we owe all that we have, and all we ever hope to have.
Now, Lord, tonight, bless this people. O my Lord, bless these dear friends
from whom I have been separated for a while. Bless and prosper them. Let
those that fear Thy name be happy in Thee while we are preaching tonight.
May those who are truly Thine, have a joyous and happy season. May they
rejoice in the great love of God, and feel their souls overflow with delight at
their remembrance of it.

But, oh, we beseech Thee, especially save souls tonight. Make up for our
ten dumb Sabbaths. Give us tonight ten times as much — nay, it must be
eleven times as much: we cannot afford to lose this one. Oh, give us eleven
times as much blessing as we have ever had before. May many, many, many
be brought out of darkness into marvelous light, and delivered from the
prison-house into the liberty of Christ.
(Part of C. H. Spurgeon's evening prayer for January 30, 1887. A member of the
congregation took the words down as they were uttered. Spurgeon spoke extempo-
raneously and had no "notes" from which to draw his words.) 

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs
Soldiers of Christ, Arise

Another contribution by Charles Wesley, we sing this hymn to the familiar
tune Diademata (from the Greek word for crown) to which we also sing
"Crown Him with Many Crowns." It reminds us that the Christian life is a
life of conflict: conflict with internal sin, with the world, and even with
Satan. But as daunting as all this fighting may seem, we have the encour-
agement that we are "strong in the strength which God supplies through His
eternal Son." That is, our strength for battle does not come from within us,
but from God Who provides it for us. Yet that does not make us passive. We
are reminded to "stand then in His great might," and to "wrestle and fight
and pray."   

Beneath the Cross of Jesus
This is another hymn, well known to our congregation and written by
Elizabeth Cecelia Douglas Clephane in 1868. It was not published until after
her death. It appeared in a Scottish Presbyterian magazine called The Family
Treasury. The magazine's editor, W. Arnot, wrote: "These lines express the
experiences, the hopes and the longings of a young Christian lately released.
Written on the very edge of life, with the better land fully in view of faith,
they seem to us footsteps printed on the sands of time, where these sands
touch the ocean of Eternity. These footprints of one whom the Good
Shepherd led through the wilderness into rest, may, with God's blessing,
contribute to comfort and direct succeeding pilgrims."    

Lead On, O King Eternal
This superb hymn, with its martial tune, was composed by a congregation-
al minister Ernest Warburton Shurtleff (1862-1917). Though he was a prolif-
ic poet, this is his most famous hymn. It was written at the behest of his
classmates for their commencement exercises at Andover Theological
Seminary. The imagery of preparation, purpose, fight, and conquest has the
gospel ministry as its focus, but is (of course) applicable to the whole of the
Christian life and experience. Let us sing the words of the third stanza as our
pledge to follow our King: "the crown awaits the conquest; lead on, O God
of might."  

A Guide to the Evening Service



The Sermon
The twelve are gathered together and sent out on a mission: to declare and
demonstrate the kingdom of God, receiving from their Master the power
and authority to carry out this work. What a time in Galilee this would have
been. Jesus has been teaching and preaching and healing, but now He sends
out His disciples who do likewise. Remarkable.

At First Presbyterian Church, all of the messages are what is called
"expository sermons"; that is, the main idea and application(s) of the sermon
are drawn out of the text of Scripture. This ensures that God's wisdom, not
man's, is the centerpiece of our public proclamation. Generally (though not
exclusively), we preach straight through Bible books. Sermon tapes/CDs
are available (individually or in sets) from the church library or via the web-
site at www.fpcjackson.org.

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs
Our God, Our Help in Ages Past

We begin our sung congregational praise this morning using Isaac Watts's
famous paraphrase of Moses's Psalm 90. It reminds us of God's eternity and
providence. Despite our finitude and the seemingly ephemeral nature of
human existence, believers face the future with a godly and certain confi-
dence because our God reigns and rules and protects His people. No won-
der Watts entitled this song "Man Frail, and God Eternal." William Croft's
majestic tune "St. Anne" is named after the church (St. Anne, Soho, London)
he served as organist. Interestingly, this hymn was sung at the funeral of for-
mer British Prime Minister, Sir Winston Churchill, in St. Paul's Cathedral,
London, 1965. Bailey says: "By universal consent this hymn is one of the
grandest in the whole realm of English Hymnody. It is found in practically
every hymnal. No other embraces in such moving language the whole scope
of history, faith in a God who realizes His purposes through history, and the
solidarity of a nation which in times of crisis places its hope in the Eternal."  

Loved with Everlasting Love
Written by George Wade Robinson in the nineteenth century, this hymn
emphasizes the grace of God in our calling and regeneration, our experien-
tial joy in our union with Christ, and the unbreakable bond that now keeps
us walking with Him day by day.   

Rejoice, the Lord Is King
This hymn-text comes from Wesley's Hymn for our Lord's Resurrection,
1746, omitting the sixth verse. The idea for the lyric is inspired by
Philippians 4:4 — "Rejoice in the Lord always; again I will say, rejoice!" It is
a celebration of the glories of our resurrected Savior, Jesus Christ. It reminds
us that the cross was not the final destination for Jesus, but that after "He
had purged our stains, He took his seat above." Stanza three calls us to
praise Him for the surety of His kingdom. In stanza four we sing of Jesus's
final defeat of all His enemies. And in stanza five we profess our hope that
He will yet return and will "take His servants up to their eternal home." No
wonder we respond to each verse with a hearty, "Rejoice, again I say,
rejoice!"   

The Prayers
The ministers who lead in prayer during worship here at First Presbyterian
seek to fill their prayers with Scripture and assist the congregational prayer
to God by praying from the heart to the Lord. We do not write out prayers
and read them, or simply re-use set forms, nor is our public prayer without
forethought. We practice studied prayer. We usually outline our prayer
beforehand and then pray by memory and heart. Through each of the two
main prayers today (the opening "Prayer of Adoration and Invocation" and
the "Morning Prayer"), the minister will cover the main points of prayer:
adoration, confession, assurance of forgiveness, thanksgiving, intercession
and supplication.
