We welcome all to this service of worship. If you are a Christian visiting
with us this evening, we greet you in the name of our common Lord. If you
are not a believer, we greet you as a friend and trust that you will sense the
warmth and genuineness of our reception. We also hope that this guide will
help you understand the various components of our service and thus make
you more comfortable and familiar with it. By the way, we try to present
most of our announcements prior to the service in order to avoid interrupt-
ing the flow of our worship of God with distractions that take our minds
away from our central purpose: giving to the Lord the glory due His name.  

The Sermon
David is on the run and he and his men are hungry. What is there to eat in
Nob? No golden arches to be sure. Let's ask Ahimelech the priest for some
food. But all he has is reserved for use in religious ceremony. What to do?
David opts for consuming the "show bread." And then what to make of all
this deception in this chapter? He is less than forthright in his conversations
with Ahimelech (and that's putting it mildly) and downright bizarre in his
actions before Achish the king of Gath. Eating holy bread and raving like a
lunatic. Is this the David we know?

The Children's Devotional
The second petition in the Lord's Prayer is for the coming of the kingdom.
But just what does that mean? What are we praying for when we ask that
God's kingdom would come, a kingdom announced as having come with
the appearance of Jesus (Mark 1:15)? 

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs
Thy Works, Not Mine, O Christ

These words point our attention to the righteousness of Jesus that is, by
faith, counted as our own righteousness. It is an alien righteousness, one
that does not originate within us, but is given to us as a gift. And praise be
to God that it is not our own "righteousness," for we have no righteousness
of our own to offer up to God. This hymn reminds us that our only hope,
our standing before God, rests wholly in what Christ has done for us. Stanza
one contemplates the faithful and complete obedience of Jesus in fulfilling
all the law's demands—what theologians call the active obedience of Christ.
Stanzas two and three consider the sacrifice of Jesus upon the cross of
Calvary, where He made full atonement for the sins of His people—what
theologians call the passive obedience of Christ. And it is both the active and
passive obedience of Jesus Christ that is our righteousness. In His death, He
paid the debt of our sins. With His obedience to the law, He fulfilled what
we could never, in our own strength, accomplish. And the Christian, clothed
in the righteousness of Christ, stands before God without spot or blemish,
wearing the works of Christ. Thus each stanza ends with the rhetorical ques-
tion, "Where else can I go but to Jesus?"   

O Love That Wilt Not Let Me Go
This hymn was composed in the manse of Innelan (Argyleshire, Scotland)
on the evening of the 6th of June, 1882, by George Mattheson, a minister of
the Church of Scotland, on the night of his sister's marriage. It acknowledges
the truth of the sure love of God, which is in Christ Jesus, and sealed by the
Holy Spirit.

If Thou But Suffer God to Guide Thee
We prepare and respond to the preached word this evening using the mov-
ing words of this great hymn. This is another worth memorizing! In it, we
profess our confidence in God's goodness and guidance, even in the midst
of trial. The author wrote it after being robbed of almost all his possessions
(except a prayer book) and enduring extended unemployment. 

"It was composed in 1641 with the heading 'A Song of Comfort. God
will care for and help everyone in His own time,' under the text Psalm 55:22.
The author was robbed by highwaymen near Magdeburg as a student and
left destitute with no prospect of earning a living. At last he unexpectedly
received an appointment as tutor in the family of a judge, 'which, he says, .
. . greatly rejoiced me, and on that very day I composed to the honor of my
beloved Lord [this] hymn.'" (edited from the Cyberhymnal)

A Guide to the Evening Service



The Sermon
Ligon Duncan is away preaching in Grand Rapids this morning, and so we take
a one week break from Luke's Gospel and turn to Paul's "boastfulness" in the
cross.

The Psalms, Hymns, and Spiritual Songs
Hallelujah, Praise Jehovah, O My Soul

A famous Bible song by the composer who gave us "A Wonderful Savior is Jesus
My Lord," "Away in a Manger," "We Have Heard the Joyful Sound (Jesus
Saves!)," "My Faith Has Found a Resting Place," and "'Tis So Sweet to Trust in
Jesus." This song, set to a Gospel tune that puts into meter and chorus the words
of Psalm 148:1-13 — "Praise the LORD! Praise the LORD from the heavens;
Praise Him in the heights! Praise Him, all His angels; Praise Him, all His hosts!
Praise Him, sun and moon; Praise Him, all stars of light! Praise Him, highest
heavens, And the waters that are above the heavens! Let them praise the name
of the LORD, For He commanded and they were created. He has also estab-
lished them forever and ever; He has made a decree which will not pass away.
Praise the LORD from the earth, Sea monsters and all deeps; Fire and hail, snow
and clouds; Stormy wind, fulfilling His word; Mountains and all hills; Fruit
trees and all cedars; Beasts and all cattle; Creeping things and winged fowl;
Kings of the earth and all peoples; Princes and all judges of the earth; Both
young men and virgins; Old men and children. Let them praise the name of the
LORD, For His name alone is exalted; His glory is above earth and heaven.

A Parting Hymn We Sing
We use the fourth stanza of this communion hymn as a prayer that our fellow-
ship would be marked by love. 

Arise, My Soul, Arise
This is one of Charles Wesley's many fine hymns. He was, of course, the younger
brother of the famous John Wesley and the author of numerous familiar and
beloved songs in our hymnal (such as "O for a Thousand Tongues to Sing," "Ye
Servants of God, Your Master Proclaim," "Come, Thou Long-Expected Jesus,"
"Hark! the Herald Angels Sing," "Jesus Christ Is Risen Today," "Rejoice, the Lord
Is King," "Lo! He Comes with Clouds Descending," "And Can It Be That I Should
Gain," "Jesus, Lover of My Soul," "Love Divine, All Loves Excelling," "Soldiers of
Christ Arise," and "I Know That My Redeemer Lives").

Though the Wesleys were not particularly fond of Calvinistic doctrine
(Charles, for instance, actually wrote hymns against the Calvinistic teaching on
predestination!), many of their hymns are filled with what we would immedi-
ately identify as Presbyterian views of God's sovereign and free grace (for
instance, who can imagine a more beautiful poetic expression of a Reformed
view of God's sovereign effectual calling than is contained in the fourth stanza
of "And Can It Be"?). And so we Presbyterians can heartily join in with the
Wesleys in so many of their beautiful expressions of praise to our loving and tri-
une God. "Arise, My Soul, Arise" is such a song.

This hymn celebrates Christ's priestly work and heavenly intercession, and
especially the assurance that flows from it to the believer. The first stanza bids
the believer to "shake off your guilty fears" because "before the throne my Surety
stands" and "my name is written on His hands." This language powerfully
reminds the Christian of the basis of our acceptance before God and the cer-
tainty of our pardon—it is the Lord Christ who is our Surety, our guarantor!

The second stanza prompts us to reflect upon the fact that He is interceding
for us now at the Right Hand of the Almighty and that He has finally atoned for
people from every tribe and tongue and nation. Indeed, the third stanza picks
up with this thought and declares to us that the wounds He received on the
Cross make Christ's intercession effectual, powerful, efficacious, even binding!
He says: "Five bleeding wounds He bears, received on Calvary; they pour effec-
tual prayers, they strongly plead for me. 'Forgive him, O forgive,' they cry, 'nor
let that ransomed sinner die.'" What a tremendous testimony to the basis of
Christian assurance.

The last stanza of the hymn joyously meditates on the reality that God, in
Christ, has been reconciled to us, and thus "He owns me for His child, I can no
longer fear." It is this reality (our adoption) and our realization of it (the recog-
nition that "I am His child") that grounds our confidence to boldly approach the
throne of grace. 

May you sing this great hymn with exuberance and understanding!    
When I Survey the Wondrous Cross

Isaac Watts bases this hymn on Galatians 6:14, "God forbid that I should glory,
save in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom the world is crucified to me
and I to the world." Watts produces from it a profound meditation on the suf-
ferings and death of Jesus Christ, pointing its effect on the believer.
